Theme: Christ’s call for repentance exhorts us to be reconciled
with God and one another

all his distress he saved him.” (Ps 34:7)



Week #3 (5" Sunday of Lent) [Compassion, Readiness to forgive]

Theme: Christ’s call for repentance exhorts us not to condemn
others.
Promise: "Neither do | condemn you.” (Jn 8:11)
Week #4 (Palm Sunday) [Spiritual Endurance]
Theme: Christ’s call for repentance exhorts us to carry our cross
daily.
Promise: “The Lord God is my help, therefore | am not disgraced;

...I shall not be put to shame.” (Is 50:7)
